MORE ABOUT DENMARK

Transportation 

Copenhagen has become an important European transportation centre. The city sits at the threshold between Scandinavia and the European Continent and is the gateway to the Baltic region. 

The transportation traditions of Copenhagen goes back a long way starting with the sea-trading of the Viking era. At the time of Hans Christian Andersen the Copenhageners began to travel by train and the Copenhagen-built plane Ellehammer, was the first in Europe to be airborne. 

Today, the transportation infrastructure of Copenhagen is among the most efficient and reliable in the world, and it is still being developed and improved - by for example the fixed link to Sweden, the new metro-railway and the expansion of Copenhagen Airport.

With direct flights to/from 112 cities world-wide, several international train-connections to/from Scandinavia and the rest of Europe, direct links to the European E-highway system, international ship & ferryboat connections, Copenhagen is easy to reach from any location. 

By Air:
Copenhagen Airport is among the most modern and efficient in the world and is now established as the main northern European hub. It is located only 15-20 minutes from the city on the E 20 highway connecting Denmark and Sweden. Frequent trains and buses connect the airport and the city. The airport is served by SAS and 60 other carriers operating services to and from 112 cities worldwide

By Train:
DSB - the Danish State Railway - connects Copenhagen with all the capitals in Continental Europe. It also links Copenhagen with the British Isles via Holland, and in co-operation with the Swedish State Railway SJ and Norwegian State Railway NSB operates express services between Copenhagen, Gothenburg, Stockholm and Oslo. When the new fixed link between Denmark and Sweden opens in year 2000 the rail-connection to "Scania" and the rest of Sweden will be improved and the travelling distance to Stockholm and other Swedish cities will be dramatically shortened.

All international trains arrive in and depart from Copenhagen Central Station in the centre of Copenhagen.

By Boat:
Direct ferries connect Copenhagen with Sweden (Malmö - 45 min), Norway (Oslo - 16 hrs) and Poland (Swinoujscie - 10 hrs).
And within short distances (car or train) you can reach other Danish cities with ferry-connections abroad: Elsinore (47 km north) with connections to Sweden, Rødby (150 km south) with connections to Germany, Esbjerg (200 km west) with connections to Great Britain, and Frederikshavn or Hirtshals (approx. 460 km north/west) with connections to Norway and Sweden.

Copenhagen Port has become the number one cruise destination in Europe serving as homeport or port-of-call for cruises to the Baltic and the Norwegian fjords.

Industry & Economy

General Information

The products manufactured in Denmark, one of the smaller EU member states, are so diversified that it would be simpler to list the things Denmark does not produce. Two products that have to be obtained abroad are ball bearings and aeroplanes. Denmark even manufactures cars, though only specialized, electrically powered cars for environmentally friendly town use. 

Paradoxically, the great diversity of products is relatively new, although well established. This is a striking confirmation of one of the great assets of Danish industry - a talent for rapid change. Manufacturers have shown that they can seize a business opportunity and develop it. 

From the dawn of history (and through the Stone Age and Viking period) up to the present day Denmark has been a farming country, if only because no other and more valuable raw. materials had been found. During the 1960s oil and gas were discovered, and the North Sea fields have since been developed, so that Denmark is self-sufficient in oil and gas and is able to export both as well. 

For centuries, Denmark had to make use of the resources that were available - farming land and knowledge - and this created one of the world's most efficient farming industries. 

Denmark as an EU member

Denmark joined the European Economic Community on 1st January 1973 together with the United Kingdom and Ireland

The Danish currency

The Danish coin is the krone. Since 1982, it has been explicit government policy that the krone exchange rate be firm, that is, that devaluation should play no part in the political­economic process. This is also the expressly declared position of the government, which assumed office in January 1993. Denmark is a member of the European Monetary System, and on 31 December 1993 the krone had an ECU weighting of 2.6%. This means that about one fifth of a krone is included in each ECU, which is worth about 8 kroner.
